CLIVE BOWEN

Clive Bowen makes wood-fired slipware at his studio in Devon. His influences range from the mediaeval jugs of the English tradition to the early Tamba ware of Japan. The pots are almost all wheel thrown with the exception of a few hand-pressed dishes.  They are decorated by a variety of methods: slip-trailing, combing and sgraffito. The combination of the simple materials and the smoke and flame of the wood firing impart a great richness and depth to the finished pots.
