JANE COX
Jane Cox trained at Camberwell College of Art and at the Royal College of Art, and has won several awards for her. 
Working from studios in London and Bonchurch on the Isle of Wight, Cox draws inspiration from nature and the landscape around her - her large scale works are glazed with speckled blue green glaze which shimmers across the surface reminiscent of the rhythms of waves in water.
The social significance of rituals around food relates to the desire to create beauty in the everyday, using colour, pattern and shape to enhance the way food is held, contained and shared. At the heart of all Cox’s work is the desire to allow colour and pattern to flow across three-dimensional forms. The curving shapes within the surface pattern are designed to echo the curves of profiles of the ceramic forms underneath. These are objects for use as well as being objects to contemplate and inspire.
