Contrasting interests and practices merge to create unexpected forms and objects. Some of them are wearable, some of them are pretending to be wearable, and all of them are sculptural, portrayed on a miniature scale. The forms have been created with a duality of geometric and organic characteristics, designed, and made using digital and physical practices and processes together. Digital modelling and 3D printing combine with traditional glass making techniques to allow Thwaites to make fine, complex shapes and surfaces with a unique blend of qualities and a timeless feel.
