John Creed is a highly respected maker, working in both precious and non-precious metals. He creates large and small pieces for both domestic and public settings. His interest lies in ‘resonating the metal’. The physicality of the processes of metal working is important to Creed, who says that the ease of ‘drawing’ in three dimensions through hot forging is ‘magic’ to him.
“Ideas are sparked in many ways and developed to engage the viewer through their many senses.  For example: the swinging of a gate and the opening of a hinged box; the harmonies of sound through vibrating metal instruments; how it sits on a surface, hangs, or is held.
