Conor Wilson has been practising and teaching ceramics for over twenty-five years. Despite developing specialist knowledge and skills, he characterises his practice as a mix of craft and bricolage, veering between various processes and approaches that fall under the broad disciplinary umbrellas of art, craft and design.
Wilson has developed a practice-research process that incorporates making, drawing, documenting, writing and existing objects or texts – the latter often included through ‘guided chance’. Facture is a central concern, with making seen as an intimate engagement between body, material and space. An ongoing enquiry circles around questions of how language might both interfere with and become a means of reporting back from this encounter.
Wilson is currently Course Leader for MA Ceramics at Bath School of Art & Design. He was awarded a Jerwood Makers prize in 2010 and his work is held in private and public collections around the world.
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
