Ealish Wilson’s work is about materials, pattern creation, and their transformation through surface manipulation. The outcomes are bespoke sculptural textiles, showcasing materiality and craft. Wilson specialises in hand stitched smocking, repeated print designs and incorporating unusual materials to create texture and form. Combining digital and hand processes adds layers to the work. Wilson has a lifelong fascination with structure, pattern disruption and the meditative process of making. The act and the craft of making is the most precious and important aspect of the work for her.
Travel, architecture and materials are all important themes in Wilson’s work. Travel because it refreshes the eye, both for the journey and the return, providing new inspiration through colour, fashion, buildings, nature and people. Architecture for its combinations and use of materials; a texture next to glass, new proportions; all are guides that motivate new designs and ideas. Finally, material; Wilson adores discovering unusual materials to experiment with, allowing them to radically change her pieces. One of Ealish Wilson’s delights in returning to the UK has been the seasonal changes in light; the dramatic Yorkshire skies providing an intense grey next to an acid green field, or gorgeous cloud formations with the sun gilding their edges.
