JENNIFER SHELLARD
Jennifer’s woven textiles practice centers on her response to colour, light and tonal gradation. She is generally drawn to composition rather than repeat pattern so to some degree work evolves on the loom since colour interaction of warp and weft cannot be accurately predicted. Work has progressed through various mediums, structures and formats often using silk and silk blends to create fashion accessories, scarves. Jennifer also developed minimal light-based installations in which time-based colour/light projection or integrated U.V lights create illusionistic effects for architectural interiors and exhibitions. This work has developed from inspiration and research into light and colour perception, weaving as a vehicle for exploring simultaneous contrast and optical mixing. Controlled gradations of hue are composed often within neutral and chromatic grey grounds upon which a digitally controlled spectrum is then strategically projected. 
In addition to her practice she has worked in universities as course director, researcher and  visiting lecturer. Jennifer have carried out consultancy work for the Sri Lankan Export Development Board advising rural enterprises on design development and market trend for handwoven products. Jennifer has taken part in a month-long British Council residency in Latvia’s Art Academy and has lectured and exhibited widely both in the UK and abroad. More recently Jennifer have collaborated with a knit designer, developing coordinating woven accessories.
